As usual, weõll have a look at last termõs topics and activities including our Little Ex-
plorers Project. 
 

Throughout the term the children decided where and what they would like to exploreé. 
 
We can exploreé. the Kingõs Coronation! 
 

The children were very excited to learn about the crowning of King Charles and Queen Ca-
milla. We had lots of ôprinces and princessesõ in nursery, and the children loved taking it 
turns to ride in the ôcarriageõ! 
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They made some beautiful jewelled crownsé 
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Scones with jam and cream made a yummy snack time treat which the children cut and 
spread themselves!  
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We can exploreé. the oceans! 
Living by the sea means that most of our children will be able to experience the ocean first 
hand, and wonder at the creatures that live there. 
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We loved the childrenõs fabulous jelly fish art works! 
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We can exploreé. the rainforest! 
The children learned that toucans, frogs, butterflies and snakes are commonly found in this 
habitat, and enjoyed a sensory rainforest playdough activity.  
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We can exploreé. the woods! 
We are lucky to be located in a woodland setting allowing the children lots of opportunities 
to explore. 
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They made some great clay spidersé 
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and some frisky fox ears! 
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We can exploreé. the desert! 
The children learnt that the plants and animals that live in hot, dry deserts have to be 
able to manage without much water. Lizards, snakes, camels and cacti have all adapted 
to this harsh environment. 
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We can exploreé. highlands and mountains! 
Discussions about the bears and goats who live in mountainous regions tied in extremely well 
with two well-loved childrenõs classics; òGoldilocks and the 3 Bearsó 

and the òThe 3 Billy Goats Gruffó 
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The children love to act out the stories using props, costumes and masks.

The summer term gave us lots of planting and growing opportunitiesé 









The children particularly enjoyed planting their own sunflower seeds and will be watching 
these grow at home over the summer holidays!  



They also made some bird feeders to encourage local birdlife into their gardens at home.
